As 
indicated in the Approval Process Handbook 2020-21, Each college must prepare at least 1 
UHV faculty for every 20 newly joined students. Faculty must be prepared from every 
department/branch/discipline over the next three years. 
  
To understand the basics of value education an online workshop is being organised 
exclusively for the Vice Chancellors of Technical Universities and University Coordinators 
appointed for coordinating the activities related to FDPs on Student Induction Programme.
